Water and soil treatments through the irrigation continue on a regular basis, and with the recent soil and water
analysis reports, we're looking at different products to inject that best fit our unique conditions. Other projects
that are ongoing include; sodding our bad spots, topdressing greens and approaches, slicing our hardpan and
knobs to gain water penetration, and spraying greens biweekly with quality fertilizers, moss treatment, poa seed
head treatment, a wetting agent, and organic acids. We're also working hard at knocking down the perimeter ta Il
grass for speed of play and Member satisfaction.
